REFLECTIONS ON THE CUBA TRIP

This January, | joined a group of about a dozen First Pres members
on a trip to visit our ministry partner, Seminario Evangélico de
Teologia (SET Seminary), in Matanzas, Cuba. Lucy Crain invited me
to go and consider bringing youth to Cuba in the future. Ever since
returning, | haven't been able to stop thinking about the
experiences | had there. | cannot find one word to encompass all
that | witnessed, and | have given up trying.

Our contacts at SET are clergy couple Ary Fernandez-Alban, Rector
and professor, and Beidy Casas Aragon, professor and unofficial
mayor of Matanzas. Ary and Beidy were incredibly generous with
their time, sharing the school's works in progress and their hopes
to address growing problems in their community. Ary and Beidy
were able to hold two realities at once: Cuba is facing a massive
humanitarian crisis, and... the seminary is equipping faith leaders
to respond to great need. In the midst of so much uncertainty and
suffering, SET has never wavered in its mission: to be a source of
real goodness.

With the help of a translator, we were able to speak with some of
the students enrolled at SET. After just a few minutes, it became
abundantly clear that though we speak different languages and
live in different countries, we are truly partners in our ministry.
There is a hymn I've been thinking about ever since the trip: “We
all are one in mission. We all are one in call, our varied gifts united
by Christ the Lord of all. A single, great commission compels us
from above to plan and work together that all might know Christ's
love.” | feel so blessed to have been invited into this partnership,
and | can't wait to discover how it might grow to include our youth!
